. “Blood Alley” because of the high number of collisions and
pTOJ eCtS traffic fatalities on the two-lane road.

But a $126 million Caltrans project to widen that stretch of highway,
started in 2012 and completed in 2014, has changed that. Today, Jameson
Canyon Road is a divided, four-lane highway and a much safer stretch of
road for motorists and their passengers.

Here is some information about this important transportation
project many likely do not know — the widening of Jameson Canyon
Road, which undoubtedly has saved countless lives over the past five

STA board since its formation in 1990, when he was
mayor of Suisun City. “It really took the STA to package
the whole project. It was a very high priority for us,
because of the horrific fatalities on that road.”

County mayors and a representative from the board of

designed the project concurrently for Caltrans,
so once funding was secure, the project
was shovel-ready.

“When you have a project that is
ready to go, that is very appealing to
those who are able to deliver
funding,” Spering said. “The STA
positions projects so all you have to do is
put a shovel in the ground. It makes us that
much more competitive when we go after state
and federal dollars.”

The Solano Transportation Authority is responsible
for countywide transportation planning, managing and
providing transportation programs and services, delivering
transportation projects, and setting transportation priorities.

The board also partners with transportation and planning
agencies, such as the Metropolitan Transportation Commis-
sion (MTC) and Caltrans District 4. Spering, Fairfield Mayor
Harry Price and Vacaville Mayor Ron Rowlett serve on the
Capitol Corridor Joint Powers Authority. Board members
and STA staff also visit Washington, D.C., every spring to
meet with local congressional leadership and committee staff
to lobby for funding opportunities.

When STA first formed in the 1990s, its primary emphasis
was on planning and allocating funding for county transpor-
tation projects. By the early and mid 2000s, in an effort to be
more proactive, the board began to focus on project delivery.
The STA expanded its staff as they worked more on environ-
mental reviews, design and ultimately, construction. The
widening of Jameson Canyon was one of the first major
projects.

Once that project was complete, the STA board turned its
attention to its next priority — Phase One of the seven-phase

reconstruction and widening of the I-80/680
interchange. Just as they did before, the STA
board began lobbying for funding for the
first phase years before construction
was set to begin. STA is now designing
the second phase of the multi-year
project, which, thanks to the efforts of
the board, is already fully funded.
“That is a main focus of the STA - to have
one board set priorities and then go after state,
regional and federal funds, because this money is very
competitive,” said Executive Director Daryl Halls. “We're
not the biggest county, we're not Los Angeles or San Fran-
cisco, so it’s important that we have a core set of priorities and
we focus on those priorities until we get it done. That’s what
we did with Jameson Canyon and the I-80 truck scales. It
takes the support of the whole board to make it happen.”

And just how much has STA grown over the past 20 years?
Consider this — in 1999, the organization had four funding
sources for its projects. Today, there are more than 30 with
both multi-year and one-time grants.

“STA has always been well noted for its efficiency and
excellent staff, which has resulted in significant improve-
ments to our infrastructure,” said Price, who has served on
the STA board for 14 years and is the current chair. “Whether
it is with the legislature in Sacramento or the U.S. Congress,
all of these efforts have made a significant difference for our
residents as well as our business community. I am so privi-
leged to serve as the chair for the second time knowing that
STA's progress continues to make our streets and highways
much safer and much more efficient.”

One thing that has not changed in 30 years is the make-up
of the STA board. Every city in the county, no matter its size,
always has a voice within the Solano Transportation
Authority.

“From the very beginning, we wanted to make sure that
the smaller cities and the bigger cities all had an equal voice,”
Spering explained. “The transportation system, we always
saw as a countywide system, and not just for one city. You
don't travel to Fairfield from Vacaville on just Fairfield roads.
There was a lot of thinking at that time as to what the
make-up of that board would be and from my perspective, it
has been extremely successful.”

Over the years, STA has been instrumental in the delivery
and construction of a number of projects in Solano County,
including:

“A typical project could take 10 years or longer to complete,” Halls
said. “Our board is very proactive and wants to get it ready. They will
invest in a project early, perhaps five years or even more down the
road.”

The STA organization includes 21 full-time staff members and
nine part-time, who operate an array of services and programs that
support clean air and transportation within Solano County, includ-
ing Safe Routes to School, Solano Mobility and Solano Express. STA
also manages Rio Vista’s city bus system, the Delta Breeze, and
provides staffing assistance for projects in the county’s smaller cities,
such as Rio Vista, Dixon and Suisun City.

Road safety a priority for Frazier

T he safety of our streets and high-
ways is a critical focus of mine as
Chairman of the Transportation
Committee in the California State Assem-
bly. Personal tragedy first led me to public
office, and [ continue to fight for common-
sense issues, such as properly maintaining
our existing system and making sure we
have the public safety personnel necessary
to keep our roads safe.

I have authored a number of bills related
to distracted driving, and this year is no
different. According to the California
Office of Traffic Safety, a 2016 survey revealed that more
than 56 percent of California drivers said they had been hit
or nearly hit by a driver who was talking or texting on a
cellphone. In addition, the survey indicated that 40 percent of
drivers admitted to making a mistake while talking on a
cellphone.

Driving while texting can be deadly. Looking away from
the road for five seconds to text while traveling 55 miles per
hour is enough time to cover the length of a football field
blindfolded. While not limited to cellphone use, distracted
driving has resulted in the death of 3,477 people and an
additional 391,000 were injured in 2015 alone. Distracted
driving accounts for 10 percent of fatal crashes. The largest
proportion of drivers who were distracted at the time of a
fatal crash were between the ages of 15 to 19.

The dangers of distracted driving is why [ am joint
authoring AB 47, with my colleague Tom Daly, which allows
the Department of Motor Vehicles to assess a point on a
driver’s license if they are convicted of a violation of operat-
ing a handheld wireless or communication device while

driving. We must reduce the instances of
people texting or surfing the web while
driving in order to save lives.

Unfortunately, the case has been made
too close to home. On August 10, 2018, CHP
Officer Kirk Griess was killed while
conducting a traffic stop on westbound
[-80 east of the Manuel Campos off-ramp
when he was struck by a vehicle. The driver
that Officer Griess had pulled over, Jaime
Manuel of Vallejo, was also killed. The
CHP has determined the man who struck
Griess and Manuel was using his phone
and was distracted when he caused the
accident. This tragedy should not have happened; we need to
make it stop.

The Assembly has approved my resolution, ACR 4,
honoring Officer Griess and naming a portion of Interstate
505 in Vacaville in his memory. I hope that this sign will help
remind drivers who pass it every day to put down their
cellphones and pay attention to the people around them.
Together we can all help save lives.

We also joined with local health systems, physicians
and our colleagues at the California Chamber of
Commerce in opposing AB 3087, which would have
established an appointed commission to impose price
controls on health care providers and insurers and
determine the amount of an individual’s copays and
deductibles. We believed that AB 3087 may have
resulted in less access to health care and would have
accelerated cost increases in the long term.

To align our goals with the needs of chamber
members, the Council sent out a survey asking the key
issues faced by their local businesses. Education for our
youth ranked at the top.

The Chamber’s President, Debi Tavey, has worked
closely and collaboratively with the Fairfield-Suisun
Unified School District (FSUSD) to ensure today’s
students become our future leaders.

The Inspire: Dreams Start Now program, for
example, was developed by the chamber in partnership
with the FSUSD and The Salvation Army Ray and Joan
Kroc Center to tackle the task of uniting Solano
County’s workforce initiative in K-12 public school
districts. This program connects Solano County’s
workforce pipeline with the dreams and aspirations of
sophomore students in the local area. The 2018
program inspired more than 800 high school students,
engaged nearly 30 local companies, and partnered with
seven community organizations to explore future
career paths.

To augment the Inspire program, the Solano County
Work Ready Certification was created by the chamber,
Solano County Office of Education, Travis Credit
Union and FSUSD after a survey was sent to chamber
members asking the entry-level skill sets needed in
their industries. As a result, a series of workshops for
students was created featuring topics in resume
writing, attire, financial literacy and other skills.
Certifications are awarded to students who complete
the required steps.

The Council continues to meet with myriad organi-
zations and leaders in the community, such as State
Senator Bill Dodd, Solano County Sheriff Tom Ferrara
and Suisun City Mayor Lori Wilson, to collaborate and
assist in building a stronger business community.
