Ithough the City of Fairfield
had its share of challenges in
2019, city staff worked in
earnest to promote economic
growth while maintaining financial
responsibility, resulting in a phenomenal
2019 and promising 2020.

Community Development’s Economic
Development Division launched a multi-
pronged marketing campaign declaring
“Fairfield, a smart place to invest in your
future!” Our staff developed two new
marketing pieces to promote economic

development within the City and assist
with business expansion, attraction and
retention efforts.

The resulting Development Pipeline
Brochure details more than $240 million
of private investment in the City of
Fairfield, while the Fairfield Fast Facts
Data Sheet summarizes prominent
employers and demographic information.

In addition, the Planning and Economic
Development Division continues to work
with a number of projects including the
Pacific Flyway Center, the Heart of
Fairfield, housing and permit issuance.

The Pacific Flyway Center site was




annexed in May, which completed the City’s entitlement process
for the project. The next steps for the Pacific Flyway Center
include the first phase of construction, which will be an obser-
vation area featuring raised boardwalks and gravel paths.

For the Heart of Fairfield plan, the City accepted a letter of
intent to purchase and develop the Ray Venning site and
negotiation. Property acquisition is underway. The Heart of
Fairfield is a revitalization plan for downtown Fairfield and the
West Texas Street corridor. This area, where Fairfield’s century-
long history began, creates an important first impression of the
community.

Heart of Fairfield is a multi-year, long-term plan. A consul-
tant was selected to design a concept for the Gateways to the
Heart of Fairfield in 2019. This planning will continue through
2020 and will include public input.

The City’s Facade Improvement program received several
applications and awarded improvements to many downtown
businesses. Saffron Indian Restaurant completed new space for
outdoor seating. Streetlights and pergolas were given a fresh
coat of paint to welcome newly installed banners in downtown.

Planning approvals were granted for the redevelopment of
two major sites — the Great Jones multifamily project and the
1720 W. Texas St. mixed-use project.

This past year, our Housing Authority placed 32 families

under lease through the first 10 months of the year, exceeding
the council’s goal of placing 20 families in 2019.

The city also continued to enjoy substantial growth. 417 new
single-family permits were issued, a 47% increase over 2018.
Work associated with issued permits resulted in more than
$230 million in construction valuation, a 40% increase over
2018.

The Planning Division also approved two new subdivisions
in the Train Station Specific Plan vicinity: the 78-unit Travis
Crossing subdivision, and the 124-unit Monte Verde subdivi-
sion. In conjunction with the Monte Verde Project, the Planning
Division negotiated a Development Agreement that will net
more than $2 million of new funding toward Northeast Area
infrastructure.

Public Works saved your Measure P pennies to complete the
Capitola Way project. Completed in conjunction with Air Base
Parkway/Health Drive, existing streets were dug up to full
depth and rebuilt with 70 percent of the existing concrete and
new materials, delivering smooth new roads.

Public Works and Planning worked closely with NorthBay
Healthcare, providing the necessary approvals and inspections
in the completion of their $220 million expansion and renova-
tion project, bringing more state-of-the-art medicine closer to
our residents. Thank you, NorthBay, for investing in Fairfield!

I am proud
to provide some highlights of our accom-
plishments and the direction that our New
Leadership and New Vision has provided
for Suisun City.

For the first time in many years
there is development happening
and more on the way.
We celebrated a groundbreak-
/ingon July1for a new Holiday
Inn Express on the waterfront.
This project will bring more travel-
ers to downtown, helping to support the
wonderful restaurants around the water-
front. A new gas station and Fatburger
retail development is also underway on the
northeast side of town at Walters Road and
East Tabor Avenue.
Our Planning Commission recently
approved a 7-Eleven on Walters Road and



Highway 12 and recommended
amixed use 73-unit, high-end
apartment building with two
additional commercial build-
ings for Council approval.

Council has recently
approved moving forward with
recruiting cannabis businesses
to Suisun City and has set our
retail tax rate for cannabis
retailers. Council also approved
the sale of 8 acres of property we own for retail development.
This development will bring much needed shopping opportu-
nities to Suisun City.

Public Safety related achievements include upgrading our
Fire Department with increased staffing, increased training
and improved equipment. Our Fire Department is now able to
respond much more effectively to fires and other emergencies
than ever before. Our Police Department has implemented the
Nixle notification system to better alert our residents to
emergencies and has implemented the Citizen RIMS program
that allows the public to access certain police department
information, including crime mapping.

The City Council also
approved several “good govern-

forward. Council approved the
licensing of Questica software
that will improve the City’s
citizen engagement abilities,
and will provide a platform for
automating the budgeting
process so that it is not as
time-intensive for preparation. Council also adopted the first
Strategic Plan in our city’s history. The Strategic Plan will be
our roadmap to improving Suisun City over the next several
years.

Finally, we successfully completed our marina dredging
project. This is a multimillion dollar project that happens every
eight to 10 years and takes several years of planning in order to
get through the permitting process. This project was com-
pleted within the allowed timeline and under budget!

[ am very proud of our City’s accomplishments this year and
this is just the beginning as we continue to work hard to make
positive changes in Suisun City. Happy New Year!

I-80 Update

Solano Transportation Authority and Caltrans have com-
pleted the design and right-of-way phase for Phase 2A of the
$278 million I-80/680/SR12 Interchange project. The project is
funded by SBI Freight funds and bridge tolls provided by MTC.
Construction is slated to begin in summer of 2020.

STA has completed the design for the I-80 Solano Managed
Lanes project (Air Base Parkway in Fairfield for [-505 to address
the I-80 choke point), which will add 10 miles of new lanes. This
project will be submitted in early 2020 for competitive SB1
funds.

New SR 37/Six Flag Bus Stops to service
new SolanoExpress Red Line

During the summer of 2019, the STA created two new bus
stops in Vallejo to accommodate the newly launched SolanoEx-
press Red Line service, which is operated by Solano County
Transit (SolTrans), which combined the old Routes 80 and 85
and extends transit from the Suisun City Amtrak Station all the
way to the El Cerrito del Norte BART Station. Stops along the
Red Line include Solano Town Center, Fairfield Transportation

Center, Solano Community College, Six Flags Discovery
Kingdom and the Vallejo Transit Center, which connects to the
San Francisco Bay Ferry.

Hannigan Train Station Dedication

On Friday, Sept. 27, 2019, the Capital Corridor, Cities of
Fairfield and Vacaville, County of Solano, and Solano Transpor-
tation Authority hosted the dedication of the Fairfield-Vacaville
Train Station in honor of Tom Hannigan, referred to as the
“Father” of the Capitol Corridor train service. The station was
officially renamed The Fairfield-Vacaville Hannigan Train
Station in his memory. Local dignitaries, past and present
elected officials, and some of Hannigan's colleagues and family
members were in attendance.

Sponsored Solano County
Pedestrian Safety Symposium

In partnership with the California Office of Traffic Safety

(OTY), Solano County Public Health, and the City of Fairfield,
the STA’s Safe Routes to School Program staff hosted a Solano
County Pedestrian Safety Symposium to discuss ideas to reduce
pedestrian vs. vehicle collisions in Solano County. According to
OTS collision statistics, Solano County has the second-highest

collision rate in California for pedestrians under 15
years old. Participants were presented with county-
wide collision data along with Solano Public Health
data, illustrating the correlation between health
inequities and pedestrian injuries. They were also
asked to share what their cities are currently doing to
address pedestrian safety, and to collaborate and
develop an action plan to address this issue on a
countywide scale.

Bike to School and Bike
to Work Days 2019

More than 1,700 students at 28 schools throughout Solano
County participated in Bike to School Day on
May 8. As part of the celebration, 198 students from 18 schools
submitted posters to the 2019 Safe Routes to School (SR2S)
Poster Contest illustrating safe walking and biking tips. On
May 9, STA staff supported the 25th annual Bike to Work Day
with 11 energizer stations located throughout Solano County.
More than 275 participants took part by riding their bikes to
work, and commuters were greeted by local elected officials.

International Walk to School Day

On Oct. 2,2019, STA’s Safe Routes to School (SR2S)
Program celebrated the 26th Annual International Walk to
School Day. STA Board Members and staff teamed up with
Solano County Public Health to participate in the event, which
included all seven Solano County cities and each of the seven
school districts, by organizing walks to school that morning.
More than 9,098 students from 48 schools participated as “Safe
Routes Superheroes” by skipping the car and walking to
school.

New Vehicle Share Program

The STA, in partnership with the Yocha Dehe Wintun
Nation and Solano County, launched a new Vehicle Share
Program, which is an innovative, demand-driven, cost-saving
ride-share program. The Vehicle Share Program consists of
two paratransit vehicles, each capable of transporting a person
seated in a wheelchair and four additional passengers. The
Vehicle Share Program, which launched in October 2019,

allows nonprofit agencies caring for older adults and persons
with disabilities to utilize the vehicles for trips, including
doctor’s appointments, grocery shopping, social outings and
more. Currently, seven Solano County-based nonprofits have
signed up to participate in the Vehicle Share Program, with
three more nonprofits in the process of participating,

New Solano Housing Partnership Formed

In response to California’s housing shortage and high
housing costs, Gov. Jerry Brown signed a 15-bill housing
package in 2017, which included Senate Bill 2: Building Homes
and Jobs Act (SB2). In 2019, the STA formed the Solano
Housing Investment Partnership (SolHIP) with the seven cities
and County of Solano by dedicating a small portion of their SB
2 allocation. The purpose of SolHIP is for Solano’s eight local
agencies to partner with the STA to accomplish the following
goals: create an inventory of housing sites, examine policy
options available for Solano’s seven cities and the county
(including best practices) that want to provide for more
housing options and meet their Regional Housing Needs
Assessment (RHNA) targets, identify and examine public and
private funding sources, identify catalyst housing sites within
Priority Development Areas (PDAs), and develop strategies to
move these projects toward development. A focus would also
be on housing within each community’s downtowns and
adjacent to regional transit services (Express Bus, Ferry and
Rail).
