Important Events in which State Association participated during year:

1. May 5, 2022 - Regional workshop sponsored by CARSE focused on “The Challenges and Solutions for Locating Proper Road Material”. Discussing current issues in managing county-controlled GRAVEL PITS, ranging from permitting and MSHA training to crushing and screening operations.
2. January 21, 2022 - CARSE/CCI Webinar - Changes to 811 Locate Requirements Pursuant to HB21-1095.  Beginning June 2022, HB21-1095 permits county road and bridge crews to conduct routine road maintenance (defined as any work that doesn’t lower the elevation of the road, shoulder or ditch and does not disturb more than 6 inches of soil) without having to first place a call to Colorado 811.
3. February 11, 2021, CARSE Members Meetup – provided opportunity for CARSE sustaining member to Trelleborg discussion on the benefits of using consultation when purchasing specialized tires at a local level

Issues and topics of particular importance for which action and efforts of State Association were directed during the year:

· Sediment Control & Culvert Flushing – Collaboration between CARSE and the Colorado Department of Public Health & Environmental (CDPHE) to create a Low Risk Discharge Guidance that will allow counties to perform culvert flushing operations without obtaining a discharge permit and without violating CDPHE Regulation 61; when certain conditions are met.

· Passage of HB 21-1095 – 811 Revisions for County Road Maintenance – after many years of repeated attempts to get legislation passed, 2021 saw the passage of House Bill 21-1095.  Effective in June 2022, this bill permits county road and bridge crews to conduct routine road maintenance (defined as any work that doesn’t lower the elevation of the road, shoulder or ditch and does not disturb more than 6 inches of soil), without having to first place a call to Colorado 811.  Staff representing Colorado Counties, Inc. (CCI) and the Colorado Association of Road Supervisors and Engineers (CARSE) helped generate support for this much needed change.
State Issues:  
· The Colorado Legislature via SB21-260 Sustainability of The Transportation System, enacted a range of fees to generate transportation funding with provision for local share-back of some of the fees to city/county government using HUTF formula distributions. SB21-260 also created four enterprise funds that will be funded using a variety of new fees – per gallon fuel fees, retail delivery fees, rental car fees, per ride fees from ride services like Lyft and Uber, electric vehicle registration fees:

· Community Access Enterprise – focused on adoption of electric vehicles and infrastructure

· Clean Transit Enterprise
· Clean Fleet Enterprise

· Nonattainment Area Air Enterprise

· Greenhouse Gas (GHG) regulations have been adopted that require air conformity determinations for future state and federally funded road capacity projects.

· A Front Range Passenger Rail District was created that has potential taxing authority (subject to voter approval) with the purpose of continuing to seek implementation of passenger rail service along the Colorado Front Range.
