State Issues
California counties continue to face complex and evolving challenges, including:
- Long-term, sustainable transportation funding
- Flood control and stormwater infrastructure needs

- Homelessness impacts on public infrastructure
- Environmental compliance and regulatory requirements
- Illegal dumping and maintenance of public right-of-way systems
National Issues
At the national level, CEAC is actively engaged in issues that impact counties across the country, including:
