•NovaNote RPN…Pattern and Full Gum
•White & Clear BOPP Decals

Labels are primarily printed using the flexographic process.
Digital is an option and is good for short to medium runs or lots of 
variable information.
UV inkjet, aqueous inkjet and toner-based printing technologies are used 
in the printing process.

-What you think prints CMYK may better print as 
spot PMS color!

- 1/8” difference in your format can potentially save 
1000’s of dollars in web rolls of paper
