Do we already know 
everything we need to know?

Most people don’t recall the speaker at their 
high school or college graduation, and nei-
ther can I. But, the administrators at William 
Jewell College might be surprised that I still 
have the tiny poster they handed me at Bac-
caulaureate. I’ve kept it in each of my offices 
through the years because I love its simple 
message: All I really need to know I learned 
in kindergarten.

You might remember these from Robert Ful-
ghum’s popular book of short essays by the 
same name. Some of the basics:
•	Share everything.
•	Play fair.
•	Don’t hit people.
•	Put things back where you found them.
•	Clean up your own mess.
•	Don’t take things that aren’t yours.
•	Say you’re sorry when you hurt somebody.

There are the practical: Flush. And joyful: 
Warm cookies and milk are good for you. 
And take a nap every afternoon. (I wish!)

I was reminded of these kindergarten rules 
a few months ago while attending K-State’s 
December graduation for the College of 
Agriculture. The students will likely not 
recall the name of their excellent speaker 
years from now, but I hope her message 
remains. Faculty member Dr. Christine Wil-
son provided a framework of employers’ ex-
pectations for their futures. 

If she had a mantra, it would have been 
choices, persistence and resilience. In 
every situation we’re faced with, we are 
presented with an opportunity. How we 
respond is the test. The choices we make 
– the persistence we choose to show – the 
resilience we have in the face of adversi-
ty – will determine our success. While ca-
reers and grad school were on the minds of 
those graduating seniors, this counsel was 
advice for life, not just for the new grads but 
also for all of us in the audience.

Dr. Wilson’s focus on our choices resonat-
ed with me. It seems that now every year 
has become an election year. We have im-
portant choices to make at the ballot box, 

but we also must make critical choices long 
before we get there. We must be intentional 
about the information we receive from and 
about candidates or about issues critical 
to our community. What do we believe? 
What do we pass on to friends, family and 
colleagues who trust us?  Check a variety 
of sources and media types. Ask questions 
and do some of your own research. And 
next, who will we select to guide us in the 
future at all levels? Are they the intentional, 
visionary leaders who will move us forward? 
What examples are they setting? What kind 
of discourse do you expect from them? 

As I hear the lack of civility mourned it’s 
clear to me that we must insist on high 
standards from our elected leaders and 
from our citizens, too. Weary of Facebook 
fights, Twitter wars or scorched earth accu-
sations in public meetings? Me, too. 

We won’t always agree. Healthy debate is 
necessary in our democracy to bring all 
voices to the table, ensuring everyone is 
heard. But effective democracy requires 
adherence to principles of respect to allow 
true civil discourse.

It’s been a long time since I was in kinder-
garten. While the technology and situations 
have changed, the fundamental rules hav-
en’t. #playnice
