Section History: Obi Ebbe

Section Activities since March 2005
A delay in conducting elections meant that new officers were not official until August 2005. Since taking office, the IS Executive Board, individual officers, and members have cooperated to accomplish the following:

Created the IS LISTSERV
In an attempt to increase the ease of communication with section members, the section Chair worked with IT personnel at his university (the University of Northern Colorado) and secured permission to create the ACJS International Section LISTSERV (ACJS‑IS@LISTSERV.UNCO.EDU). ACJS Manager, Cathy Barth, provided us with a spreadsheet of IS paid members and Philip Reichel uploaded the emails to the LISTSERV. The list will be updated after each year's annual meeting. The University of Northern Colorado has agreed to provide the LISTSERV at least as long as Philip Reichel is Chair (i.e., until March 2007).

Selected the G.O.W. Mueller Award recipient for 2006
The selection committee solicited nomination (using the IS LISTSERV and with an announcement made at the ASC Division of International Criminology's annual luncheon) during Fall 2005 and chose the recipient from among the very well qualified nominees. Elmar G.M. Weitekamp, of the University of Tuebingen in Germany and the University of Leuven in Belgium was the unanimous selection by the committee. At the 2006 IS luncheon, Professor Weitekamp will receive the plaque and a check for $1000US (provided by an anonymous donor) to assist with travel expenses. He will present a brief talk on "Current issues and challenges in restorative justice." With the assistance of Cathy Barth, we were able to include Dr. Weitekamp's name and presentation title in the Annual Meeting Program.

Started the process of compiling an IS history
A goal of incoming Section Chair, Philip Reichel, is to create the first historical account of the International Section. The untimely death last year of Robert McCormack (a founding member of the section) made painfully obvious the need to have a written record of the people and their efforts, that were necessary in establishing the ACJS International Section. To that end, Dr. Obi N.I. Ebbe (another founding member of the IS) has graciously agreed to take responsibility for preparing the section's history to date. It is anticipated that the report will be completed in time for the 2007 Annual Meeting and then eventually posted on the Section’s website.
Sponsor a Panel at the 2006 Annual Meeting
The IS Executive Board decided to submit a panel proposal for the Annual Meeting that would highlight a particular issue of importance to comparative and international criminal justice. The chosen topic was Homeland Security programs. Philip Reichel, as Section Chair, will serve a moderator of the roundtable. He recruited faculty from criminal justice programs throughout The United States that offer a homeland security program and asked them to serve as panel members. In addition, a comparative/international element will be provided through representation by Canadian colleagues who have examined the Canadian post-secdondary schools’ responses to national security programs in the aftermath of 9/11. The resulting roundtable will be Event 174 on Thursday March 2 at 1:00 p.m. With the assistance of Jill Gordon we were able to schedule the panel to follow our luncheon (providing an opportunity to remind people of the roundtable at the luncheon). With the assistance of Cathy Barth we were able to include a note in the Program that the event is sponsored by the International Section.

Prepare a flyer for inclusion in the totebags provided at Annual Meeting registration
In an attempt to bring attention to our luncheon and to increase membership, a flyer will be included among the handouts given to registered members. Because luncheon tickets will only be available for purchase at the Registration Desk, we want to make it as easy as possible for members to buy their ticket. In addition, we hope that people who are not yet IS members will consider joining.

SECTION PRIORITIES FOR 2006-2007
ACJS Policies (No. 500.02 / I.C) requires that at Section meetings held during the Annual Meeting, the Section shall establish priorities for the coming year. A list of those priorities are to be submitted to the ACJS Executive Board for approval prior to taking action on those priorities. Although subject to modification by the IS Executive Board at it annual meeting on March 3, 2006, the following are likely to be included among IS priorities. Prior to taking any action, the final list will be submitted to the ACJS Executive Board.

· Find a suitable alternative to the annual luncheon for the presentation of the G.O.W. Mueller Award

· Increase membership in the International Section

· Consider sponsoring a panel in honor of Robert McCormack at each year's Annual Meeting 

· Consider ways to provide pedagogical content to the Section's website and/or newsletter in order to assist instructors seeking information about effective teaching techniques and topics for comparative/international justice courses

· Create an electronic newsletter for the section

· Determine and provide appropriate content for IS website at http://acjsinternational.com
· Hold elections in Fall 2006 to install new officers in March 2007
