Space is limited and minimum enrollment numbers must be met and 
sustained for the program to occur. 

Breakfast and lunch will be provided.   

Bus transportation will not be provided. 

REGISTRATION AND ENROLLMENT STEPS 

Step 1: Go to: http://familyservices.floridaearlylearning.com  to apply for a 
VPK Certificate of Eligibility (COE) online, or call the Early Learning Coalition 
(850) 607-8556.  Your child’s birth certificate and a proof of residence must be 
uploaded when applying for the Certificate of Eligibility. 

 
Step 2: Go to: https://focus.escambia.k12.fl.us/focus/apply/ to complete an 
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Escambia County School District online application if your child does not 
already have an ECSD student ID number. 

Step 3: Bring the following documents to the Spencer Bibbs Center, located 
at 2005 North 6th Avenue. (Monday-Friday from 7:30 a.m. - 3:00 
p.m.)  Registration is open June 12-26, 2020, however the program will begin 
on June 22nd. 

·        VPK Certificate of Eligibility (see Step 1) 

·        Birth Certificate 

·        Proof of Residence (utility bill or lease agreement) 

·        Immunization Record 

·        Physical
