In 1999, Al 
Stubblefield became the third president and CEO of Baptist Health Care. He continued to elevate the level of care 
provided at Baptist until his retirement in 2012. 
 
Under his leadership, Baptist earned significant national recognition for the level of care provided to the 
Pensacola community. During his tenure, Baptist, Gulf Breeze and Jay hospitals underwent several expansions,
