o All weapons (regardless of permit) including: fire arms, knives (including pocket 

knives and multi-tools), replica or toy weapons, pepper spray, stun guns, walking 

sticks (except for handicap use) 

o Outside food or drink, including alcoholic beverages (individuals may bring an 

empty water bottle) 

o Bikes, roller blades, razor scooters, etc. 

o Pets (not including service animals) 

o Drones 

o Coolers or backpacks besides small purses, diaper bags, and small camera bags 

o Alcoholic beverages, unless purchased from approved vendors 

o Ice chests or coolers
