The Visitor Center will
be closed Friday, June 19, in observance of Juneteenth.

From July 1 through October 17, tours will operate Tuesday through Saturday from 10:30 a.m.
to noon.



Tickets are $25 for adults and $10 for youth ages 12—17. Children under 12 are free.
