Virginia State Federation of Labor in
convention tc-day adopted a resolution in-
dorsing the Hepburn bill as it passed the
House of Representatives. A clause in-
dorsinz President Roosevelt's railrcad-rate
rolicy was siricken out. The convention
speakers bitterly scored President Samuel
Gompers, of the American Federation of
Labor, for zlleged aid in preventing rec-
ognition of the stogiemakers' union. A
resolution to request recognition of ihe
National Federation was referred to a
committee to substituie “‘demand’” ‘for
“request,” and otherwise make il more
strenuous and drastic.

Because Gompers is a cigarmaker, it is
said by the stogiemakers, he has helped
the cigarmakers in their fight a%ainst
