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"GRAFT" GRAND
JURY DISMISSED
UNTIL SEPT, 19

Harrisbiirg, Au£. 11 CAP)—Judge
Paul NT. Schaeffer, making a surprise
eppearance in Dauphin county court,
today dismissed until Monday, Sep-
tember 19 the grand Jury which had
been summoned to investigate cam-
paign charges of political jgraft in
the•' Earl€£ administra.iion. _ .

Judge Scbaeffer said he- excused
the grand jury personally at the
request .of -, Chief - Justice John W.
Kephart, of the state Supreme court.

;The grand jury .wasdismissed un-
til the opening.of! ths^regujar term
of criminal court because of Kep-
hart's order "halting "rival investiga-
tion ' of the charges "until the high
court has passed upon1 new laws to
shift the inquiry from the grand
jury to a special' committee of the
House of Representatives.
.: Addressing^'the- 'grand * jurors,
Judge Schaeffer, said:7 ~ " :

"You probably - know without my
telling you .that this investigation
cannot go . forward at this time.
Chief Justice .John W. Kephart, of
the state' Supreme court, V exercis-
ing his ""lawful" authority,"granted a
rule for us to show cause why a
writ of prohibition, halting the in-
quiry should -not issue. Until this
writ is.determined our investigation
must halt. -

"Justice Kephart called me last
Wednesday night and instructed me
to say that 3£r. Thomas (Albert L.
Thomas) and Mr. Salsburg, :(Abram
Salsburg), counsel for the legislative
investigating commission, told :: him
they would require from three to
four. weeks to prepare arguments,
and of course the district attorney
(Carl B. Shelley, of Dauphin county)
should have a. reasonable time in
wMch to answer.

"Until this period has elapsed,
EOthing -further'. can ,i>e done here.
Thi?refqr§, .1 hereby dismiss'you un-
til Monday morning, September 19."
