Ensure your page
shows what your Grange does (events, service activities). (15 points)

Host at least one (1) visit by a State or National Grange representative to your Pomona
Grange and allow them to offer information/a message to your membership. (10 points)

__ Connect your membership with an element of Degree work, ritual, or history of the
Grange at each meeting of your Pomona Grange OR provide assistance or training to Granges
in your Pomona focused on Degree work, ritual, or history of the Grange. Take advantage of
the Grange Heirloom Program. (10 points)

Hold an open house/public Grange event to introduce the Grange to the public and to
engage in conversation about what unmet needs in the areas in which the Granges of your
Pomona serve to learn more about what the Grange may be able to assist with. (15 points)

Host or organize a program on mental health or any health-related program for your
Grange and the community. (10 points)

Preserve historical records, photographs, and artifacts of your Grange or work with your
local or state historical society or library to preserve them. (10 points)

Honor Veterans with a special program or nominate a veteran or active-duty service
member for a Quilt of Valor and host the award ceremony, or donate to or participate in
Wreaths Across America. (10 points)
