




Among end-markets, Aerospace/Military was the dominant driver of growth as it became the

largest Americas market in 2025 with a 34.6% revenue growth. After many years at number one,

the Industrial Automation market dropped into 2nd place as its revenue declined by -6.3%.

Six out of eleven end-markets delivered positive growth in 2025.

RETURN TO GROWTH PATTERN

The 2025 results continue a revenue growth pattern that began nine years ago. In 2017–

18, the industry enjoyed double-digit growth, followed by two years of decline, then the

2020–21 unprecedented boom, then another two-year decline. The return to growth in

2025 extends this cyclical pattern. It is hoped this renewed growth will continue and

improve into 2026.
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WORLDWIDE REVENUE PERFORMANCE

Total Americas revenue for the Top 50 authorized distributors in 2025 grew by 7.1% to $30.9B from

$28.8B. This same group of Top 50 companies saw their combined worldwide revenue also grow by

7.7% from $121.5B to $130.8B between 2024 and 2025.

Worldwide revenues were boosted by growth in the Asia/Pacific and Americas regions, with growth

of 11.0% and 7.1% respectively. Unfortunately, EMEA experienced another decline in revenue of

-2.7%. The Americas share of global revenues for these 50 companies slipped slightly from 23.7% in

2024 to 23.6% in 2025.
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COMPONENT CATEGORY

REVENUE BREAKDOWN

Americas revenues for the Top 50 distributors grew for every component category in 2025 with the

exception of Power & Battery, which saw a surprising drop following a strong 2024.

Computer Systems led all categories with a robust 40.6% growth. Electro-Mechanical and

Interconnect components both delivered double-digit gains at 13.4% and 10.1% respectively.

Semiconductors, the largest category, saw its share of the total Americas market slip again from

45.5% to 44.0%.

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TOP DISTRIBUTOR

PERFORMANCE 2025

The top two North America Distributors, Arrow Electronics and Avnet, diverged in their growth in

2025. Arrow Electronics sales grew by 8.3% in the Americas and 7.6% Worldwide. Avnet's revenues

in the Americas dipped slightly by -0.9% while their Worldwide revenues grew by 3.0%.

The Top 10 companies in 2025 with revenues of $26.3B and a combined revenue share of 85.1%

saw their revenues grow by 6.2%. By comparison, companies ranked between 11 and 50 with

combined revenues of $4.6B in 2025 and combined market share of 14.9% saw healthy 2025

revenue growth of 12.7%.

R E VE N U E  C O N C E N T R A T IO N

Average 2024 revenue for the Top 10 companies was $2.6B while average revenue for

companies ranked 11 through 50 was $115M — a 22x differential highlighting the market

concentration among top players.

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END-MARKET DYNAMICS:

AEROSPACE TAKES THE LEAD

Dramatic growth of 34.6% in 2025 propelled the Aerospace/Military market up to $7.8B and a 25.1%

share of the Americas market. This is the first time in the Top 50 survey history that the

Aerospace/Military market has captured the largest share of end-markets for electronics

components distribution.

Industrial Automation with a decline of -6.3% in 2025 slipped into second place for the first time.

Automotive Electronics came in at a solid 3rd place with $3.4B in 2025 revenue.

The market continues to be fairly diversified with even the smallest segment, Consumer

Electronics, driving $281M in revenues in 2025. OEMs continued to be the largest customers of

distributors with 59.6% of total Americas revenue.



The item of greatest concern is that five out of eleven end-market segments suffered 

revenue declines in 2025, indicating uneven recovery across the distribution landscape.
