Waynesboro was founded in 1749 when Scotsman John Wallace settled near
the Antietam Creek. Wallace held title to 633 acres, almost one square mile. He
called his land “Mount Vernon,” while others referred to it as “Wallacetown.”
His son, John, later inherited the land after returning home from fighting in the
Revolutionary War.

In 1797, John mapped out a town of 90 lots, which he named “Waynesburg”
after his admired commander, General “Mad” Anthony Wayne. The town’s
name was contested by several other Pennsylvania towns bearing the

same name and the federal government soon ruled post offices in the

same state could not have the same name. The town was incorporated as
“Waynesborough,” which in 1831 was shortened to “Waynesboro.”

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Historic Beginnings

ON THE FRONTIER

As the years continued, Waynesboro became a crossroads town and prospered by
providing goods and services for the wagon trains traveling west. According to local
lore, during the French and Indian War, two young girls, the Renfrew sisters, were
attacked and killed by Native Americans while washing laundry in a creek near
their home. The tale tells us several townspeople banded together to find those
responsible for the girls’ deaths and obtain the girls' remains so a proper burial
could take place.

CIVIL WAR INVOLVEMENT
During the Civil War in June 1863, Confederate troops preparing for the Battle of

Gettysburg captured Waynesboro for 15 days, raising the Confederate flag above town
and forcing citizens to provide food to the soldiers. The Battle of Monterey Pass
occurred in Blue Ridge Summit just days after the Battle of Gettysburg. It was dur-
ing this battle that George Armstrong Custer and his Michigan Calvary Brigade
attacked and captured part of Robert E. Lee's retreating Army of Northern Virginia.

INDUSTRIAL MUSEUM: The Waynesboro Area Industrial Heritage Trust

is located on a quiet side street in a former Reformed Mennonite church
designed by Frank Landis, one of the area’s early industrial pioneers. The
Museum was built in 1900 and is open to residents and visitors for special
events and by appointment. Its mission is to provide insight into the com-
munity’s rich industrial heritage.

SALES TAX

If you hold a valid title issued in another state and have owned the vehicle six
months or more before moving to Pennsylvania, you will not be required to pay
any sales tax when you register your vehicle.

If you hold a valid title issued in another state and have owned the vehicle less
than 6 months before moving to Pennsylvania, you will need to provide proof of
sales tax paid to the previous titling jurisdiction or remit PA sales tax.

VEHICLE SAFETY INSPECTION

A newly-registered vehicle in Pennsylvania must receive a safety inspection
within ten days of the registration date. Inspections are performed at official
inspection stations (usually a repair garage or a service station with a repair shop.)

Equipment checks include: lights, brakes, horn, tires, safety belts, exhaust system,
mirrors, tag mounting, suspension, turn signals, steering, glazing, wipers, and other
major parts of your vehicle.

Inspection fees are posted at official inspection stations. These fees do not include
repairs to correct vehicle defects.

EMISSION INSPECTION MAINTENANCE

Pennsylvania is one of many states required by the Federal Environmental

Protection Agency to have a vehicle emissions inspection and maintenance
program. The I/M program is a key part of the Commonwealth's strategy to

improve its air quality.

Learners residing in the greater Waynesboro area have access to an exceptional public
education in the Waynesboro Area School District. The district educates more than
4,300 students in four elementary schools (K-5), a middle school (6-8), and one
senior high school (9-12). The WASD campus is composed of 4 elementary schools:
Fairview Elementary, Hooverville Elementary, Mowrey Elementary, and Summitview
Elementary, Waynesboro Area Middle School, and Waynesboro Area Senior High

The school district offers a comprehensive curriculum to meet the needs of a diverse stu-
dent population. English Language Arts (ELA), mathematics, science, social studies, world
languages, health, art, music, and physical education represent the core K-12 curriculum,
Outdoor learning experiences and field trips enhance the elementary and secondary
program.

Named for French botanist Andre Michaux, who
discovered and named numerous plants during the
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Appalachian Trail

The Appalachian National Scenic Trail is the world-famous hiking trail that traverses
approximately 2,200 miles from Springer Mountain in Georgia to Mount Katahdin in

Maine, passing through 14 states on its route. The Trail
passes through the eastern portion of Washington Town-
ship, crossing six roadways. The road crossings serve as
points of access to the Trail in Washington Township. The
Trail can also be accessed locally in nearby Pen Mar Park
in Washington County, Maryland and several locations in

‘Buchanan's Birthplace State Park

An 18.5-acre park nestled in a gap of Tuscarora Mountain off of PA Route 16. In ad-
dition to the president’s memorial (James Buchanan — 15th president of the United

State from 1857-1861), there are two picnic pavilions,
picnic tables, restrooms, and drinking water. Buck
Run flows through the park and hosts a population of
native trout.
