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That same sense of momentum, where past meets the future, 
is showing up in a big way with the new development at 
East River. Located at Jensen and Clinton about a mile from 
downtown, this 150-acre mixed use development is shaping 
up to be one of Houston’s largest destinations of its kind. 
With office, retail, residential, and community spaces, plus 
more than a mile of Buffalo Bayou frontage, it is designed to 
bring together businesses, residents, and creatives in one 
connected place. East River is also the new home to Port 
Houston’s new corporate office, keeping the area’s long-
standing ties to industry and commerce front and center. As 
it continues to grow, East River is welcoming new businesses 
like La Calle Tacos & Cantina, Laffa Mediterranean Bakery, and 
more, while also hosting community events throughout the 
year.

Alongside private development, public investment is also 
helping reshape the East End. Harris County is making a major 
investment in the East End with the Harris County Sheriff’s 
Office Safety & Community Center, now under construction 
at 5910 Navigation Boulevard. The 11-acre project will bring 
several Sheriff’s Office operations together in one modern, 
community focused hub, including investigative facilities, 
property and evidence services, and a dedicated community 
center with public space. What makes it especially meaningful 
is the role community input has played in shaping the center, 
with a clear goal of supporting public safety while remaining 
accessible, welcoming, and connected to the neighborhood

The East End District helps commercial property owners 
within its 16-square-mile area by controlling litter and 
dumpsites, removing graffiti, and providing 24/7 security 
patrols.
The District leads community projects by using local funds 
along with public grants and private partnerships. Since 
Fall 2018, 98% of their project costs have been covered by 
these partnerships, with the District paying the remainder. 
For every $1 of local funds spent, the District has raised 
and invested $44 from these partnerships. This money 
supports projects that improve safe access to transit, 
enhance public green spaces, create pocket parks, and 
build better-connected hike and bike trails.

With plenty of available land, existing warehouses

As Possible 
Missions celebrates its 25th 
anniversary, we congratulate 
them and recognize the 
impact of choosing to do 
business with Chamber 
members, a decision that 
strengthens the entire East 
End network.

Milestones like these matter because they speak to longevity, 
trust, and a commitment to doing things the right way — values 
that also define Houston Dynamic Service as they celebrate 
their 50th anniversary. With 
that legacy comes growth, 
and with growth comes 
important questions about 
how to scale, stay efficient, 
and plan for what’s next. 
For the team at Houston 
Dynamic Service, the answer 
has been to thoughtfully reimagine operations in a way that 
meets future demand while staying true to the quality and 
reliability they’re known for.

To support this next chapter, the Chamber helped connect 
Clayton and Luke Lau with fellow member Shane Wilson of 
RDLR Architecture to help design a new industrial facility that 
will expand storage and strengthen day-to-day operations. 
Spanning multiple lots and nearly half a block, the project 
is being built with immediate functionality and long-term 
growth in mind. From the beginning, the process has been 
highly collaborative, guided by clear operational priorities 
and consistent, open communication that keeps both teams 
aligned on outcomes. The result is a partnership focused 
on practical solutions and a facility that positions Houston 
Dynamic Service for an even stronger, future-ready operation.

Looking ahead also means investing in the places that shape 
a community, and Houston’s most meaningful public spaces 
are created through intention and partnership. That approach 
is reflected in the long-standing relationship between Buffalo 
Bayou Partnership (BBP) and Tellepsen, two organizations 
working together to preserve and enhance the East End 
through projects that honor local history while preparing for 
what’s next.

Together, they treat Buffalo Bayou as one of Houston’s most 
important natural assets, where identity, heritage, and future 
growth intersect. BBP keeps the focus on what the community 
needs most, and Tellepsen ensures the work is delivered 
with the quality and care it deserves. Their work has helped 
create and revitalize Japhet Creek Park, Warehouse at Turkey 
Bend, Tony Marron Park, and Garver Park through a hands-on 
partnership focused on real-time problem solving and long-
term community value. As BBP advances its 10-year vision, this 
collaboration continues to strengthen the East End through 
public spaces built to serve generations.
