MOVED: That the APTA New York Bylaws ARTICLE IX. DELEGATES TO THE ASSOCIATION HOUSE OF DELEGATES, Section 2: Election and Term, E. be amended by substitution so that it would read:
E.  The term of office for all Chapter Delegates shall be one year and shall begin start at the beginning of the calendar year following in the year when they were elected/selected.of election/selection. on the date that the Association Delegate Roster Submission Site opens and shall end upon opening of the Association Delegate Roster Submission Site the following year.

RATIONALE: Current Chapter Bylaws link when Chapter Delegates to the APTA House of Delegates begin their term directly to an APTA process that does not exist anymore. With almost yearly changes to the schedule of the APTA House of Delegates meetings, national elections and related processes recently, this current Chapter Bylaws language is unclear as to when exactly Chapter Delegates’ terms start. Having all Chapter Delegates start their terms at the beginning of the calendar year following the year of their election/selection is clear as to when the term of office begins and allows for better mentoring/orientation/succession planning within the Chapter delegation.
