• Candy or treats can be passed out or thrown from the curb ONLY, not from float or 

vehicle.
• Entries with a water feature must be respectful of electronics, no drenching of the 

spectators.
• Entries with animals must clean up waste immediately.
• We will not guarantee a specific place for you in the parade. Numbers are assigned on a 

first-come/first-serve basis. We reserve the right to make adjustments for flow of events. 
If you want to be near the front of the parade, return the entry form ASAP and indicate 
why you need to be near the front.

• Late Entries will not be announced or judged and should line up at the end of the parade.
• Parade line up numbers will be posted to chickenshow.com and emailed on July 8.
• Pick up your printed number at 1st and Pearl Street Saturday morning. You may also 

create your own number sign. Numbers need to be displayed on the passenger side of 
your vehicle.

• WHEN LINING UP, DO NOT BLOCK DRIVEWAYS, SIDE STREETS, OR ALLEYS!  At 
the end, please exit South on Lincoln Street or West on 7th Street.

Parade goes North from 
1st & Main Street to 
10th Street, then West 
on 10th Street and 
South on Lincoln Street, 
ending at 7th Street. DO 
NOT STOP AT THE 
PARK TO DROP OFF 
RIDERS. Proceed to 7th 
Street before stopping.

All entries should be ready 
to roll at 9:15 am.  
Line up according to the 
numbered fl ags on the 
South side of 1st Street 
from Lincoln Street to 
Sherman Street, on the 
East side of South 
Sherman Street to 
Grainland RD, and on the 
South side of Grainland 
Rd.
