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Joint Transportation and Infrastructure Committee
Terms of Reference

STRUCTURE:

To be known as the Joint Transportation and Infrastructure Committee. The Committee will operate on a consensus basis and member organizations can take unique advocacy positions at this discretion, understanding that the power of the advocacy work by the Committee will be enhanced when consensus positions can be achieved.

MANDATE:
The Joint TIC representatives are committed to regularly communicating with all orders of government regarding the current and potential transportation and infrastructure challenges and opportunities facing business in the territory on behalf of their respective organizations. 

PRIORITIES:
Key issues of concern are determined by the Committee based on an assessment of issues that will have a significant impact on industry currently and in the future. The Committee will establish their advocacy priorities each year based on consultation with their respective organizations and other industry stakeholders. The priorities will include but are not limited to:

· State/lack of critical infrastructure in Yukon

· Physical infrastructure connectivity to the South, NWT and Alaska

· Measures to mitigate the higher cost of transportation

· Anticipating and servicing the transportation needs of new and existing businesses  

· Lack of an integrated transportation strategy as a part of a larger Economic Development Strategy for Yukon

FUNCTION:
Can include – but not be restricted to:

· Providing input and/or leading and participating in submissions to the Yukon Government, ministerial consultations and communications, and other advocacy initiatives.
· Developing resolutions for, or working on resolutions and policy statements to be adopted by their respective organizations.

· Being the voice of industry on relevant transportation and infrastructure issues.
COMPOSITION:
The Committee is a joint committee of the Yukon Chamber of Commerce, Yukon Chamber of Mines and the Yukon Producers Groups with representatives appointed by each organization that bring knowledge of/ experience and/or interest in transportation and infrastructure issues in the Yukon.

Andrew Carne (Cascadia Minerals Ltd.) for the Yukon Chamber of Mines (YCM) supported by Amanda Leslie (Mosaic Communications) for the Yukon Producers’ Group (YPG).

***The Joint Committee is normally co-chaired by the YCM and Yukon Chamber of Commerce (YCC). Until late 2023 Kels Boland was the YCC co-chair and the position is currently vacant. ***
