• Limited to age 15 and older. Admission fee or season pass is required.

CITY FINANCES PROPERTY TAX 
& SALES TAX

PROPERTY TAXES (OWNER OCCUPIED ONLY) 
Property tax is one source of revenue that supports the day to day operations of your City. The Minnehaha County Auditor’s Office 
collects all property taxes and then distributes the taxes to the appropriate entity. The City receives about 21.5% of an owner-occupied 
residential property tax bill. Property tax revenue is a general fund revenue supporting police, fire, streets, snow removal, parks, pool 
and more. Property tax is one of the major sources of revenue for any City and without this we could not run your City. A worksheet 
to figure your taxes is available at www.cityofbrandon.org/taxes.  *Please note this does not provide opt outs, Special Assessments or 
Frontage amounts if applicable.

SALES TAX
Sales tax is important to the City and another major source of revenue. This revenue source is not quite as consistent or predictable as 
property taxes. Sales tax changes with the economy. With every dollar you spend, two cents goes to the City’s General Fund. Sales tax 
revenue is a key component in being able to improve your city. Sales tax pays for debt, projects and equipment in the General Fund.

THE BIG 3
Nutritional Education on Macronutrients
Carbohydrates, Protein, Fats.

With all of the dieting options in society today, many people find themselves lost and/or bouncing from diet 
to diet. Trying to keep up with the newest “fad” diet can be exhausting and more often than not they are un-
sustainable, lead to more weight fluctuation, less results, and just exhausting to keep up with.

This is evidenced by the increase in the health and obesity epidemic we see in the United Sates. In 2020 70% 
of the US was overweight. The alarming and more concerning number is that 30% of that population was 
classified as obese. Obesity has a direct correlation to many of the leading causes of death such as heart 
disease and diabetes being two of those major causes. Statistics show that these numbers are going to 
continue climbing based on lack of nutrition education, fast convenient choices being more un-healthy, and 
lack of access to quality food sources.

Therefore, a change in the understanding of the big 3 macronutrients can have a major impact on a person 
ability to make smarter food choices, understand the importance of quality nutrition vs. “meat & potatoes” 
and/or “real food”, and the health and obesity epidemic. The Big 3 are protein, carbs, and fats. It is important 
to understand how your body works so you can give it the nutrition it needs. Incorporating The Big 3 
into every meal of the day is important for balanced nutrition and giving your body what it needs to stay 
energized.

PROTEIN: 
We love it for two main reasons. Its helps build muscle and curb your appetite. Your muscles are what fuel 
your metabolism. Your metabolism is what burns calories and energizes your body. Protein is the “building 
block” that helps you repair your muscle. Meals rich in protein are especially useful because they help you 
feel fuller, longer.

CARBOHYDRATES:
Carbs are NOT your enemy! They’re actually one of the most misunderstood parts of The Big 3. Your carb 
intake should be personalized to you. However, a general rule of thumb is a 40/30/30 split among carbs, 
protein, and fats. Don’t be afraid of carbs, just remember which ones are better for you. i.e. whole fruits, 
vegetables, beans, whole grains.

FATS:
Like carbs there are beneficial fats and fats you don’t need. Your body needs beneficial fats because they 
have essential fatty acids that your body can’t make, so you have to eat them or take them in a supplement. 
Beneficial fats come from fatty fish such as salmon, olive oil and olives, nuts and nut butters. Also, there 
are some vitamins you need that are fat-soluble (vitamins A, D, E, and K), which means they can only be 
absorbed into your body with some fats. So it is okay to add a little fat to your meals, but make sure the 
overall nutritional value of your diet is balanced.

A Yellow Designation is automatically in effect if the water treatment plant produces 1.6 million gallons of water per day for 
3 consecutive days or if production reaches 2 million gallons for a single day. After a Yellow Designation is in effect, if water 
production is less than 1.6 million gallons per day for 10 consecutive days, then the designation shall change back to Green.

STAGE 3
• Red Designation – No watering of yards is permitted; watering of trees, shrubs, vegetables and flowers is only permitted 
between the hours of 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 a.m. Red Designation is automatically in effect when after a Yellow Designation, 
the water treatment plant produces 1.6 million gallons per day for an additional 7 consecutive days or if production reaches 
2 million gallons for a single day. After a Red Designation is in effect, if water production is less than 1.6 
million gallons per day for 10 consecutive days then the designation shall change back to 
Yellow. However, if the Red Designation is in effect for two times in a calendar year, then it 
shall stay in effect until September 15 of that year at which time it shall change to Green.

For purposes of the tiered system, the term “watering” is defined 
to mean distribution of water directly through an irrigation system, 
sprinkler system, hose or pipe and not a can, bucket or pail.

LICENSING OF ANIMALS
 All cats and dogs kept, harbored or 
maintained, in the City of Brandon shall be 
licensed and registered if over six months 
of age. Animal licenses shall be issued by 
the Finance Officer or Pet Service provider 
authorized by the City Finance Officer 
upon payment of a fee in an amount to be 
established by resolution of the City Council. 
The owner shall state at the time application 
is made for such license and upon such 
forms as the Finance Officer may provide 
for such purpose the owner's name and 
address, and the name, breed, color and sex 
of each animal owned or kept by the owner, 
and present to the Finance Officer directly 
or through the Pet Service provider a record 
by a licensed veterinarian that the animal 
has been vaccinated for rabies as provided 
hereafter. Violation of this ordinance is 
punishable by a fine or by imprisonment, or 
both, as established in 1-1-6 of the Brandon 
Municipal Code.

3-2-4 CITY ANIMAL TAGS

Upon payment of the license fee, as set by 
resolution of the City Council, the
Finance Officer shall issue to the owner a 
tag for each animal so licensed. Every
owner shall be required to provide each 
animal with a collar to which the license
tag must be affixed, and shall see that the 
collar and tag are constantly worn.
Animal tags shall not be transferrable from 
one animal to another and no refunds
shall be made on any animal license fee 
because of death of the animal or the
owner's leaving the City before expiration of 
the license period.

Violation of this ordinance is punishable by 
a fine or by imprisonment, or both,
as established in 1-10-1 of the Brandon 
Municipal Code.

3-2-9 ANIMALS RUNNING AT LARGE 
(LEASH LAW)

It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or 
corporation, to allow any animal,
owned, controlled or harbored by any 
person to run at large on the streets, alleys,
or property of any other person within the 
City limits of Brandon, South Dakota.
Any person having an animal within the 
City limits may allow it to roam but shall 
have it tied, leashed, or fenced upon their 

property. It shall be unlawful for any person 
to allow an animal off the premises without 
the animal being held in leash. Any animal 
riding in a motor vehicle is considered to 
be on the owner’s property. Violation of 
this ordinance is punishable by a fine or by 
imprisonment, or both, as established in 
1-10-1 of the Brandon Municipal Code.
Any person, firm, or corporation having 
permanent or temporary control of any
animal within the City limits and located 
upon the animal owner’s private property, 
or upon any other private property, or 
upon any public property, or in or upon a 
motorized or unmotorized vehicle of any 
kind, shall at all times:

A. Have the animal ties to a stake, post or 
tree of a size sufficient to restrict the animal; 
or

B. Have the animal leashed and the leash 
under the control of a person who is 
physically large enough to control the 
animal; or

C. Have the animal contained by a visible or 
invisible fence. The presence of functional 
invisible fencing on private property shall be 
made known by prominent placement of a 
sign indicating such fencing is present,
which sign shall be readily visible to 
passers-by. Failure to post notice of the 
presence of invisible fencing shall constitute 
acknowledgment that no such fence is 
present and mere failure to post the notice 
shall not be a defense to any action brought 
by the City of violation of this
ordinance.

3-2-26 NUMBER OF PETS LIMITED

It is unlawful for any person to have or to 
keep more than a total of three (3) dogs, 
cats, pot-bellied pigs, turtles or rabbits 
over the age of six (6) months, on any lot 
or premises in the City, unless such person 
residing on or in the lot or premises has a 
valid kennel license issued by the City. The 
City humane society, veterinarian officers 
and retail pet stores are exempt from the 
provisions of this section. Those domestic 
pets that are licensed by the City as of May 
1, 1993 are exempt.

OPEN BURNING
The following types of open burning are 
permitted when no Minnehaha County burn 
ban is in effect. 

Only charcoal and untreated, unpainted, 
clean, dry wood and manufactured fire logs 
less than two feet in length may be burned. 

The fire must not be on a wood or wood 
composite surface and must be contained 
in a pit, ring or manufactured fire pit 
or chimenea, or outdoor fireplace not 
exceeding three feet in diameter and two 
feet in height. 

Fire pits and rings must be located at 
least 15 feet away from structures and 
combustible materials. They also must be no 
more than 18 inches in depth from ground 
level, must be at least 6 feet away from 
adjoining property lines, and must have an 
appropriate screen or cover in place. 

Manufactured freestanding fire pits and 
chimenea must be located at least 15 feet 
away from structures and combustible 
materials. They must also be at least 6 feet 
away from adjoining property lines, and 
must have an appropriate screen or cover 
in place. 

All recreational fires must be supervised by 
at least one person over 18 years of age until 
the fire has been completely extinguished. 
A garden hose connected to a water supply 
or fire extinguishing equipment or materials 
must be readily available. 

The use of flammable or combustible liquids 
is not permitted.

Police and fire officials are authorized 
to require that a recreational fire be 
immediately extinguished if it is determined 
through investigation that the fire is not 
in compliance with the above rules, the 
smoke becomes a nuisance or is offensive to 
neighbors, or the burning is determined to 
constitute a hazardous condition.

Any Open Burning, other than that listed 
above shall not be permitted unless prior, 
written authorization has been granted by 
the Brandon Volunteer Fire Department Fire 
Chief.

//  CITY OF BRANDON ORDINANCES
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FIREWORKS
"Fireworks" does not include items known commonly as "sparklers", 
snakes, snaps and smoke balls.

USE & DISCHARGE OF FIREWORKS 
Except as otherwise provided through a City permit, fireworks may 
only be discharged on July 3rd from 7 p.m. to 11 p.m. and July 4 from 
10 a.m. to 11 p.m. so long as: 

No firework shall be fired off in or from any public roadway, public 
property, or park within the City of Brandon.

No firework shall be discharge by any minor (under the age of 18) 
outside the supervision of a responsible adult.

No firework shall be discharged in any reckless fashion that creates 
a substantial risk of death or serious physical injury to another or 
damage to property of another. 

All firework debris shall be collected from the yards, sidewalks, and 
properly disposed of no later than 9:00 a.m. the morning following 
the discharge.

EMERGENCY BAN BY THE CITY COUNCIL 

The use or discharge of all fireworks may be banned by resolution 

of the City Council because of dry climatic conditions or other such 
emergencies.

PUBLIC DISPLAY PERMITS 

The City Council may, upon application, issue a fireworks permit to 

individuals, groups or organizations for organized, public fireworks 
displays. The permit may be for any date of the year upon such terms 
and conditions as established by the City Council.
